Abstract

This study aims to examine the effect of Board of Directors Characteristics and
Ownership Structure on the Financial Performance of Jordanian Commercial Banks listed
on Amman Stock Exchange (ASE).The study sample consisted of all Jordanian
commercial banks listed on ASE which include (13) banks. To achieve the aims of the
study, the study used a descriptive analytical approach, pooled regression model to test
the hypotheses, The methodology of this research is based on collected data from the
annual reports and disclosures of the banks listed on (ASE) for the period of 2016 to
2018.The independent variables were represented by the board of directors
characteristics, which include ( board size, board meetings, the independence of the board
and women's board membership) as well as the ownership structure, which include
(family ownership, foreign ownership, the general manager as a shareholder, and
Concentrated ownership. while the dependent variable was represented by the bank's
financial performance, several accounting measures were used to measure this variable
including (return on assets (ROA) & return on equity (ROE). The results of the study
showed that there is a statistical significant effect of some independent variables on the
financial performance of banks (ROA & ROE) of commercial banks in Jordan.The study
recommended the importance and the necessity of the banks 'management to continually
investigate and exploit available investment opportunities in order to increase the
efficiency of the bank's operations. Furthermore, the importance and the necessity of the
banks ’management are recommended to protect the available resources, achieve high
returns, and maximize the wealth of owners. It also recommended increasing the Focus
on the diversity of members in the Board of Directors, involving women in board
membership, and avoids marginalizing the role of women in enhancing the supervisory
role in the Board.

This study investigates the impact of external sources of financing on profits persistence
of the service companies listed at ASE, the independent variable of short-term and long-
term external finaning has also been measured on profits persistence of the dependent
variable, was mesured by standard deviation of the variation in profits. The study's uses a
descriptive analytical approach by depending the employ methods of analyzing the Time
Series Cross Section Data (Panel Data), by using STATA 16 program, and using Simple
linear regression models to accurate evaluation of the relationship between variables. The
population of the study consisted of all service companies listed in ASE for the time
period between (2017-2021), then selected a sample of (44) copanies in service sector.
The most important of results there is a statistically significant impact for short-term
external financing on profits persistence. In additionally, There is no a statistically
significant impact for long-term external financing on profits persistence. The study
recommended service companies doesnt have exaggeration borrow and high reliance on
short-term external financing in their structure, since that would in an increase the risk
associated with them in a way that affects the company's performance and the persistence
of profits in particular.

The study aimed to identifying the impact of organizational Flexibility (the supply chain
flexibility, flexibility of the organizational structure, and flexibility to respond to
markets) on the organizational performance (Employees Efficiency, Innovation and
Development, and Customers Satisfaction) in the industrial sector in Jordan, this study
followed the descriptive analytical method, as this type of scientific method is concerned
with determining the characteristics of the sample in quantitative terms, while the
analytical method was used to determine and evaluate the relationship between the study
variables, in order to address the analytical aspects of the study’s subject, it was relied on
collecting the initial data through distribution of systematic questionnaire to a number of
high position employees (Director, Deputy Director, or Head of Department) in Jordan
Industrial Estates Company which includes (824) operating companies as a study
population, (250) questionnaires have distributed on the study sample, (154)
questionnaire have recovered with a recovering percentage of (61.6%), the results of the
study confirmed the existence of a statistically significant impact of the supply chain
flexibility and flexibility of the organizational structure on the organizational
performance, while it was no impact of the flexibility to respond to markets on the
organizational performance, the study recommended to focus on deepening the research
and development process within the industrial sector facilities and work on developing
specialized centres for training in various industrial professions in addition to educate the
local consumer and introducing him to the quality and competitiveness of local products
compared to foreign products.

The study adopted the analysis
using the (SEM-AMOS), which is based on testing models and structures to evaluate the
causal relationships between the variables and specially the models that are based on
testing the moderating variable on relationship between strategic planning on
organizational effectiveness. The study population consisted of all insurance companies
operating in Jordan (24), and (15) companies were approved to participate in the study,
and then a random sample was taking from the individuals working in the selected
companies, (346) workers were chosen.

Abstract

This research demonstrates the impact of the characteristics of the audit committee as a
moderating variable in the relationship between internal audit and the components of
accounting information systems in ASE-listed industrial companies. The descriptive
analytical approach is adopted to achieve the research objectives. The relevant data are
collected through a questionnaire distributed to the administrative staff and internal
auditors in (57) Jordanian industrial companies. The data are also analyzed using the
Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS). The appropriate statistical tests and
processing are also conducted to attain results with statistical indications that support the
research problem and objectives. The findings indicate a statistically significant impact of
internal audit on the components of accounting information systems with their
dimensions (physical components, human resources, accounting information, and
feedback) in the ASE-listed industrial companies. The findings also show a statistically
significant impact of the characteristics of the audit committee in the relationship
between internal audit and the components of accounting information systems in ASE-
listed industrial companies. Given these findings, the study recommends focusing on
developing effective plans for the audit process by the internal audit department in the
company, alongside guiding all employees to research and investigate the causes of errors
and deviations.

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The Impact of Virtual Banking Services Cost On Profitability:
Applied Study on Jordanian Commercial Banks

Abstract

The primary objective of this study is to examine the effect of virtual banking services on
the commercial banks profitability in Jordan, particularly banks listed at Amman Stock
Exchange (ASE). This objective was achieved by gathering data from 13 commercial
banks in Jordan, covering the years from 2010-2019, using 130 survey questionnaire
copies throughout the period of the study. Obtained data was analyzed using multiple
regression analysis after which the hypotheses were tested through them. Specifically, the
study used Net Profit Margin and Tobin’s Q to measure profitability, and ATMs, Smart
Cards and Mobile & Internet Banking Services to measure virtual banks services.
Moreover, control variables were considered including liquidity and financial leverage to
control the examined relationship of virtual banking services cost and profitability of the
Jordanian commercial banks. The study findings supported a statistical positive
relationship between the two variables. The results were used to develop
recommendations, among which is the need for banks to focus on disclosure of
transparent and clear information concerning the cost of virtual banking services and to
promote such services among the main sector’s actors .

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Soil Erosion Assessment and Control in Wadi Mujib Usinggis
and Remote Sensing

Abstract

Soil erosion is a growing problem in Jordan especially after the increase pressure on the
use of lands for different uses. In the current study, an effort in assessing and controlling
soil erosion by the Revised Universal Soil Loss Equation (RUSLE) has been adopted
using Geographical Information System (GIS) and Remote Sensing.

Five major factors (rainfall pattern, soil type, topography, cover management, and
support practices) were used in the model for computing the expected average annual
erosion.

Long term annual precipitation of 13 meteorological stations from 1990 to 2003 vyear,
were obtained from Jordan Meteorological Department used to estimate the rainfall
erosivity factor, but 1994, 2000, 2002 was presented in this study because it illustrates
maximum variation in values in the study area. Soil particles size analysis obtained from
Soil Survey Maps were used to estimate soil erodibility factor.

Digital Elevation Model of 12.5m resolution was used to estimate the slope length and
steepness factor. Normalized difference vegetation index was estimated using Landsat
OLI sensor images to estimate cover management factor. Several supporting practices
factor (such as contouring, strip cropping, terracing) were tested using two slope ranges
(0-5% and 5-10%).

Results obtained revealed that the average annual soil loss is about 6.5 (ton-ha—1 year—1),
which varies yearly due to variations in rainfall erosivity. It was also found that the soil
loss with the Mujib Basin is mainly controlled by slope length, Slope Steepness, and soil
erodibility factor, which are highly allocated within the western parts of the Mujib basin.
The proposed supporting conservation practice measures were able to reduce the soil
about 20% to 25% depending on the slope of the terrain.

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Association of Helicobacter Pylori Caga, Vaca, Dupa, Icea,
Oipa, and Baba Virulence Genes with Gastroduodenal
Diseases among Jordanian Population

Abstract

Helicobacter pylori infection is the main cause of gastric and duodenal ulceration and is considered a major
risk factor for gastric adenocarcinoma and lymphoma. The outcome of infection is a product of the host
genetics, environmental influences, and differences in bacterial virulence factors. The current study aims to
isolate H. pylori from clinical samples and dental samples. More than three hundred biopsies were collected
from the antrum and corpus of symptomatic patients' stomachs. They were subjected to histology, RUT,
culture, and PCR, targeting the 16rRNA gene. 64% was the positivity rate according to molecular
approaches, whereas it was 70% according to histological examination, which is considered the gold
standard for identification methods. The infection rate was higher in females (62.5%) than males (37.5%)
and in elderly patients who were aged over 50 years with rate of (39.1%). However, there was a slight
difference in infection rates between Amman (48.4%) and AL-Salt (51.6%), the two cities included in this
study. To emphasize whether the presence of certain virulence genes can predict the clinical picture, the
prevalence and association of some virulence genes, including CagA, VacA, DupA, IceA, OipA, and
BabA, using conventional PCR with the clinical presentation and histopathological gastric biopsy were
studied. BabA was the most prevalent gene, with a rate of 94%, whereas dupA had the lowest prevalence
(15.63%). No significant statistical relationship was observed between the virulence genes and the
endoscopic examination. Histopathological parameters were significantly correlated with vacA gene.
However no significant relationship was observed between the other virulence genes and the
histopathological parameters. Endoscopic findings were classified into three groups; normal gastric
mucosa, gastritis, and gastric ulcer with gastric cancer. The most prominent finding was the gastritis, with a
prevalence of 65%. H. pylori was detected mainly in this group with prevalence of 67.2%.
Histopathological examination were classified into five groups; mild chronic gastritis, moderate chronic
gastritis, severe chronic gastritis, gastric atrophy, and intestinal metaplasia. Chronic gastritis in general
(86%prevalence) was the most prominent feature in histopathological examination. The relationship
between histopathological examination and endoscopic findings was strongly associated. Most cases of
normal gastric mucosa were had mild chronic gastritis with rate of (56.7%), whereas gastric ulcer and
gastric cancer cases were mostly had intestinal metaplasia. Understanding the modes of transmission
appears to be critical for developing strategies to eradicate helicobacter in humans. This study aims to
assess the nature and possible causes and ways of infection, mainly those with recurrences after treatment.
Therefore, the role of the oral cavity as the source of H. pylori re-infection was studied. H. pylori was
isolated from 83.58% of patients, and dental H. pylori was strongly associated with gastroduodenal
diseases. The prevalence of H. pylori in dental plagque was highest in patients with gastritis (69.6%). The
resistance of H. pylori to antibiotics has reached alarming levels worldwide, which has a great impact on
the efficacy of the treatment. Local surveillance is required to select appropriate antibiotics as eradication
regimens. The fifteen samples, which were positive in culture, were tested to assess the antibiotic
susceptibility of the Jordanian strains. Four antibiotics were tested, which are commonly used in the
treatment of this country. Metronidazole resistance was complete in all strains, but levofloxacin sensitivity
was highest.
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Kernel Method for E‘stidhﬁatihg' Matusita Overlapping
Coefficient Using Numerical Approximations

Abstract

In this paper, the nonparametric kernel method is used to estimate the well known
overlapping coefficient known as Matusita p. Due to the complexity of finding the
formula expression of this coefficient when using the kernel estimators, we suggest to use
the numerical integration method to approximate its integral as a first step. Then the
kernel estimators were combined with the new approximation to formulate the proposed
estimators. Two numerical integration rules known as trapezoidal and Simpson rules
were used to approximate the interesting integral. The proposed technique produced two
new estimators for p. The proposed estimators are studied and compared with existing
estimator developed by Eidous and Al-Talafheh (2020) via Monte-Carlo simulation
technique. The simulation results clearly demonstrated the usefulness and efficiency of
the new technique for estimating p .

This paper deals with the estimation problem of the overlapping (OVL) Weitzman
measure (A) when two independent random variables X and Y are given by two-
parameter Weibull distribution. The measure A has been studied in the literature in the
case of two Weibull distributions under the assumption that the two shape parameters are
equal. In this work, a general expression for the Weitzmans measure is provided under
the Weibull distribution without using any assumptions about the distribution parameters.
Some new estimators for A are developed depending on three numerical integration rules
known as trapezoidal, Simpson 1/3 and Simpson 3/8 rules. The relative bias (RB) and
relative mean square error (RMSE) of the proposed estimators were investigated and
compared with some existing estimators via Monte-Carlo simulation technique. The
results demonstrated clearly the superiority of the proposed estimators over the existing
one in almost all considered cases .

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Geochemistry and Mineralogy of Oil Shale from Attarat Umm
Ghudran Area, Jordan

Abstract

Commercial oil shale is widespread in Jordan occurring mostly in the subsurface. More
than 20 localities were reported including Attarat Umm Ghudran (AUM) area. Selected
oil shale boreholes drilled in the AUM were sampled, analysed and studied in detail. The
purpose is to verify their mineralogical composition and geochemical affinities
including trace elements content. They were characterized using the polarizing
microscopic, X-ray diffraction (XRD), scanning electron microscopy, and X-ray
fluorescence spectrometry. Petrographically, the studied oil shale consists of bioclastic
mudstone-wackestone, bioclastic packstone and foraminiferal grainstone. The XRD
indicates that calcite is the dominant mineral with subordinate quartz. This was
emphasized by chemical analysis. The average CaO is 31.03 wt.% followed by SiO2
which makes an average of 16.7 wt.%. The average content of SO3, Al203 and P205 is
2.69%, 2.25% and 2.1% respectively. Cluster analysis and correlation matrix were
calculated for the major and trace element. The cluster analysis subdivided the elements
into three group; including a carbonate group, an aluminosilicate group and a phosphate-
sulfide group. In general, t studied oil shale is enriched in Zn, Sr, Cr, V, Ni,Zr, Cu, Mn,
Rb and U. Uranium attains an average concentration of 21.15 ppm. Chemical
composition results were compared with other localities. It was concluded that the
enrichment is the result of the euxinic depositional environment, where they would co-
precipitate mainly as sulfide minerals.

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General Method to Estimate the Stress-Strength Reliability
P(X>Y) Thesis for Master Degree of Statistics

In previous studies, researchers estimated the stress-strength reliability parameter R
between two distributions of the same type by calculating the exact value of double
integration using both parametric and non-parametric methods. It is not always easy to
find the exact value of the double integral. In this thesis, two general models for R are
suggested. As a first step, both suggested models were obtained by converting the double
integral to integral. The first model is developed by writing the integral formulas as an
expected value of some function(s) and then the estimator of R was obtained by
estimating the corresponding expectation by using the method of moments. The other
model is developed by approximating the integral using numerical integration methods.
Three numerical integration methods were considered, called, trapezoidal, Simpson 1/3
and Simpson 3/8 rules . For each rule, a new estimator for R has been proposed. One of
the most advantages of the two proposed models is that one can apply them to estimate R
both parametric and non-parametric. The parametric method is used when the researcher
can guess or determine the functional form of the underlying data distribution. In the
absence of information about the shape of the data distribution, a non-parametric method,
such as the kernel method, can be used. The simulation results showed that the
performances of the resulting estimators of R by using the two proposed models are very
satisfactory in all considered cases .

This paper introduces an analytical method called the Laplace residual power series
method for generating analytic solutions to linear and nonlinear partial differential
equations. The proposed method is simple, speedy, and effective for finding exact and
accurate approximate series solutions to differential equations. If we cannot get an exact
solution, then a mathematically acceptable approximate solution can be obtained. This
method is a modification and combination of the residual power series method and the
Laplace transform. We applied the proposed method to six linear and nonlinear PDEs to
demonstrate the efficiency, accuracy, speed, and application approach. In order to ensure
the accuracy and efficiency of the resulting solutions, the numerical results are tested
through graphs and tables, and the results are compared with the exact solution, which
showed that the method is easy and effective, and its approximate results are close to the
exact solution .

Evaluation of endophytic bacteria isolated from durum wheat
on root crown rot disease under drought stress

Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: (i) test the antifungal activity of bacterial
endophytes (n=60) isolated from durum wheat in Jordan against FCR aggressive isolate,
(i) select the bacterial strains with the maximum inhibition against FCR isolate and
identify them using biochemical and molecular techniques (16sRNA region), (iii)
evaluate the ability of the selected bacterial endophytes to improve the tolerance of
Hourani Jordanian durum wheat to FCR on seed and seedlings stages, and (iv) evaluate
the ability of the selected bacterial endophytes to improve Hourani Jordanian durum
wheat to drought stress at seeds and seedling stages. A total of 60 endophytic bacteria
were isolated from healthy durum wheat plants collected from different locations in
Jordan in 2018 and were screened in vitro for antagonistic effect against F. culmorum
using the Cross-streak method and the agar well diffusion method. A second antagonistic
test was applied for the isolates with the highest antagonistic effect using the agar well
diffusion method with extracts from the bacteria growing in a liquid medium for 48
hours. In addition, the 60 isolates were used to test their drought tolerance using the
spectrophotometer by applying bacterial cultures amended with different polyethylene
glycol-6000 (PEG) percents (0%, 10%, 20%, and 30%) at 600 nm. Drought-tolerant
isolates were those that exhibit a rise in optical density for at least 48 hours. Based on the
highest antifungal activity and the drought tolerance, five isolates were selected to test
their effect on Fusarium tolerance under drought conditions on Hourani seeds and
seedling stages: three isolates with good results in both antagonistic test and drought-
tolerance, one isolate with the highest levels of tolerance to drought-tolerance, and one
isolate with the highest level of antagonistic effect. The isolates are currently under
identification using biochemical and molecular techniques. Seed assay was conducted by
using sterile Petri plates aligned with Whatman filter paper and amended with different
PEG concentrations, FCR treatments and controls.

He introduces love relationships at their
most intimate moments. Yet, he, in a very realistic scope, explores that human love does
not survive outer interventions. In particular, when that love challenges all socio-political
boundaries and transgresses beyond the established norms, it becomes like fighting a
losing battle. Indeed, in his adroit way of examining love-relationships that have a
subversive nature to the social status quo, Shakespeare demonstrates how both objective
and subjective forces intermingle to complicate and problematise love. Shakespeare
reveals to both the audience and the readers that human relations are not left free to thrive
and be fruitful to lovers, simply because we live in a world that is ruled not by mercy and
appreciation of human emotions and feelings, but precisely by social and political
interests. This hammering force is masterfully depicted when parading love and its
developments in the lives of various people of various ages, social status, ethnicity, and
perspectives on life. Love relationships in Romeo and Juliet (1597), Othello (1603), and
Antony and Cleopatra (1607), take different forms and progress along different paths.
Each love-relationship reaches a high level of complexity and, tragically, ends with
death. Shakespeare's depictions of love stress that while it expresses itself loudly in the
hearts of human beings, it is also encountered by the ill-will of those who have a
paradoxical nature. He portrays love as a part of human nature and simultaneously
expresses that hatred does exist in human hearts; he depicts how love overcomes
difficulties in life but fails to encounter those who actively oppose love through
antagonising means.

Interestingly, in A Midsummer Night's dream and King Lear, the
daughter is presented as a rebel who is ready to set out on her own ignoring and defying
her father's authority; whereas, in The Tempest, the daughter is portrayed as an epitome
of perfection who obeys and listens to her father. In the era of Shakespeare, when the
daughter rebels against her father, she breaks the rules and norms of society. As a result,
she may be destined to die because she is considered a rebellious woman who refuses to
remain under male authority. Accordingly, this father-daughter relationship fails.
Surprisingly, in A Midsummer Night’s Dream and King Lear, Shakespeare depicts the
daughters: Cordelia and Hermia, as winners and heroines because they rebel against their
fathers. Moreover, they are rewarded by marrying men whom they love and support as a
result of disobedience to their fathers. In contrast, in The Tempest, the daughter wins not
because she rebels against her father, but because she feels comfortable in his sphere of
control. She is voiceless and passive and gives loyalty and obedience to her father. As a
result, the daughter is depicted as a product of her father’s upbringing winning his love,
care, and contentment. It is also worth exploring that there is no decisive role of the
mothers in Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream, King Lear, and The Tempest.
Given these considerations, Shakespeare’s inclinations seem to lean toward considering
the father as a figure of authority.

Abstract

This thesis discusses character development in two literary works concerning war;
Stephen Crane's The Red Badge of Courage (1895) and Kevin Power's The Yellow Birds
(2012). They were written during different centuries, but both center around the
psychological impact that results from war. Interestingly, in The Red Badge of Courage,
the central character, Henry, is presented as a naive and inexperienced countryside boy
who joins the Union Army with the perspective of attaining his ambitions of glory; on
other hand, in The Yellow Birds, the main character, Bartle, is presented as a young and
innocent man who, when sent to fight in Iraq, develops into a devastated soldier, as a
result of his traumatic war experience. There are several issues that this thesis discusses;

Insomnia and Related Factors in Post Cardiac Surgery
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Al-Zaytoonah University of Jordan

Abstract

Background: Insomnia is common health issue among patients after coronary artery
bypass graft surgery (CABG). This cross-sectional study investigated the levels of
insomnia and related factors among post-CABG patients in the intermediate care unit .
Method: A cross sectional study was used. Participants were 200 (184 males and 16
females) post-CABG patients. The questioner consisted of three parts; 1) demographic
and clinical data sheet. 2) The Arabic version of the Insomnia Severity Index. 3) The
Arabic version of the Freedman sleep in the intensive care unit questionnaire .

Results: The prevalence of insomnia was 86.5%. Patients post cardiac surgery in the
intermediate care unit exhibit similar insomnia scores regardless of age, gender, monthly
income, educational level, marital status occupation, body mass index, coffee drinking
and length of stay. Insomnia was significantly associated with smoking (p-value 0.003),
and chronic disease (P-value 0.04). The results show that the nursing intervention and
pain consider the most clinical factors that affect sleep in the Intermediate Care Unit.
However, cardiac monitor alarm and talking are considered the most environmental
factor that affects sleeping in the Intermediate Care Unit.

Conclusion: The results suggest that insomnia is associated with smoking status and
chronic disease. In this regard, healthcare practitioners, particularly nurses, are advised to
monitor sleep issues in CABG patients following surgery to identify those who require
more attention .

is Lucy Barton (2016). Accordingly, this thesis explores Erik Erikson's eight stages of
psychosocial development and the various crises that the characters in the novel endure.

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The Impact of Military Injuries on Social Participation,
Quality of Life, and the Appearance of Symptoms of
Psychological Distress among Jordanian Soldiers

Abstract

Military trauma has a significant impact on lives of soldiers, affecting many aspects of
their lives. However, not many studies are being done on this aspect in our society. Thus,
this cross-sectional, correlational design was used to determine the impact of military
injury on social participation, quality of life, and the appearance of symptoms of
psychological distress among Jordanian Soldiers. A convenience sample of 145 soldiers
filled the questionnaires of social participation, quality of life and psychological distress,
enumerating many types of injuries found in the departments of the Hashemite
Commission for Military Injured in AL-Karak, Amman and Irbid. The result found that
the Jordanian soldiers have low level of social participation, moderate level of quality of
life with high level of disassociation. Also, all participants show symptoms of post-
traumatic stress disorders related to the injury. Further research needs in this topic to
assess farther injury impact on soldiers’ life.

Jordan

Abstract

The study attempted to investigate the dynamics of family language policy in three
Jordanian- Circassian families. Specifically, it aimed to uncover the language ideologies
members of the three families hold towards the languages used within the home. It also
explored patterns of language use within the family in terms of which languages are used
and how caregivers respond to the use of these languages. An overall analysis of the
observations, voice-recording and interviews indicated the following preliminary results:
Firstly, the Circassians of Jordan hold strong ideologies, attitudes, and beliefs towards
their heritage language as a connection to their identities, and its importance relies on its
cultural value. The use of the language is limited in the home domain. Secondly, the
Circassians of Jordan had positive beliefs about the majority language (Arabic) as it is the
language of communication and religion. Thirdly, language practices are viewed in
families by incorporating heritage culture into daily interactions and the appearance of
code-switching to the heritage language for specific functions and purposes. Finally,
different language management strategies were adopted by the different family members,
such as repetition and mixed-language strategies.

Madaba Governorate is located 35 km south of Amman, the capital. The population of
Madaba is about 219100 inhabitants, while the province's size is 940 square kilometers.
Madaba won the Arab Tourism Capital for the year 2022 after achieving all the criteria
and terms of reference prepared by the Arab Tourism Organization. The problem of this
study stems from the existence of several languages in one place (i.e. signs). While
Arabic is the de jure language of the country, English is the language of international
communication. However, there are other languages that the majority of people do not
know such as Greek and Latin. This poses the question of why these languages are used.
This study aims to investigate multilingualism in the linguistic landscape of the ancient
city of Madaba. Particularly, this study will look at the languages used in public signage
in the ancient city of madaba as a reflection of multilingualism in the area. In addition,
the official language policy corresponds to practice. The preliminary result suggest that
English emerged as the lingua franca in the tourism places. Due to the religious nature of
the sites being examined, some uncommon languages, like Greek and Latin, are used.

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Perceptions of Patient Safety Culture among Emergency Room
Nurses in Jordanian Accredited Hospitals

Abstract

Aim: The aim of this study is to assess the perceptions of patient safety culture among
emergency room nurses in Jordan.

Background: Patient safety culture is considered an international priority for health care
institutions. There is a lack of studies on patient safety culture among emer-gency room
nurses in international and Arab countries including Jordan.

Methods:A cross-sectional design was used to perform among emergency room nurses
(N=424) who are working in two health sectors (government and private) in Jordan.
Results:Results showed that the total perception mean of patient safety culture was
70.69%(M=3.87,SD=0.64),which indicates that the perceptions of patient safety culture
among emergency room nurses need potential for improvement.Three areas in patient
safety culture were reported as strong, including teamwork within units 3.87,SD=0.64),
feedback and communication about the error
(76.6%;77.4%;M=3.87,SD=0.64)M=3.83,SD=0.65)a3.83,SD=0.65) and organisational
learning-continuous improvement (75.4%; M=3.77,SD=0.6 3.77,SD=0.63). The lowest
scores were for areas of frequency of events repc (63.6%; =3.18, 0.99) and
handoffs and transitions (64.4%; M=3.22,SD=0.3.22,SD=0.78). Patient safety culture
was correlated with income, educational level and principal of patient safety.Conclusion:
Regular assessment for emergency rooms is required to provide essential information to
hospital managers on the areas that need improvement to promote patient safety culture.

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Impact of Atorvastatin on Plasma and Cardiac Biomarkers of
Inflammation, Oxidative Stress, and Fibrosis in a Rat Model of
Streptozotocin Induced Diabetes

Abstract

Oxidative stress and fibrosis foster the development of cardiovascular disease (CVD) in
diabetes. Atorvastatin protects against cardiovascular diseases in diabetes patients.
However, the mechanisms are not completely known. This study evaluated the impact of
atorvastatin on vascular and myocardial oxidative stress, inflammation, and fibrosis in a
model of diabetes. Male Wistar rats were assigned into four groups; control rats,
atorvastatin-treated rats (Ator, 40 mg/kg given by oral gavage for 6 weeks), diabetes rats
(DM, single IP 40 mg/kg streptozotocin), and diabetes rats treated with atorvastatin
(DM+Ator). Serum and cardiac inflammatory, oxidant, and fibrotic markers were
measured. Cardiac fibrosis was evaluated by Masson trichrome stain. Streptozotocin-
induced diabetes as documented by the marked elevation in blood glucose. Levels of
oxidant biomarkers of serum and cardiac nitrite, cardiac nitrate, and cardiac thiobarbituric
acid reactive substances (TBARS) were increased in the DM group. The use of
atorvastatin reduced nitrite and TBARS levels. Serum and cardiac inflammatory factors
of endothelin-1 (ET-1) were elevated in the DM group, and the use of atorvastatin
reduced these increases. Cardiac C-reactive protein tended to increase in the DM group
and the use of atorvastatin reduced its level. Cardiac interstitial fibrosis was increased in
the DM group with a parallel increase in the platelet-derived growth factor level. The use
of atorvastatin reduced cardiac fibrosis. Diabetes was associated with an increase in
serum and/or myocardial markers of oxidative stress, inflammation, and fibrosis. The use
of atorvastatin reduced cardiac interstitial fibrosis and decreased cardiac oxidant and
inflammatory biomarkers.

Abstract

Background: Diabetes mellitus is a serious global health issue, currently affecting 425
million people and is set to affect over 690 million people by 2045. It is a chronic disease
characterized by hyperglycemia due to relative or absolute insulin hormone deficiency.
Dipeptidyl peptidase-1V (DPP-1V) inhibitors are hypoglycemic agents augmenting the
action of the incretin hormones that stimulate insulin secretion from the pancreatic beta
cells.

Objective: In this study, synthesis and biological evaluation of seven piperazine
derivatives 3a-g was carried out.

Methods: The synthesized molecules were characterized using proton-nuclear magnetic
resonance, carbon-nuclear magnetic resonance, infrared spectroscopy and mass
spectrometry.

Results: In vitro biological evaluation study showed comparable DPP-1V inhibitory
activity for the targeted compounds ranging from 19%-30% at 100 UM concentration.
Furthermore, the in vivo hypoglycemic activity of 3d was evaluated using streptozotocin-
induced diabetic mice. It was found that compound 3d significantly decreased the blood
glucose level when the diabetic group treated with 3d was compared to the control
diabetic group. Quantum—Polarized Ligand Docking (QPLD) studies demonstrate that 3a-
g fit the binding site of DPP-IV enzyme and form H-bonding with the backbones of
R125, E205, E206, K554, W629, Y631, Y662, R669, and Y752.

Conclusion: Piperazine derivatives were successfully found to be new scaffolds as
potential DPP-1V inhibitors

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Synthesis and Characterization of Novel Polymer Based on
Amino Acids That Support Metal Nanoparticles

Abstract

Novel biodegradable and biocompatible poly(ester amide)s and poly (amide)s
nanoparticle polymers based on non-toxic building monomers such as aromatic amino
acid tyrosine and a-amino acid lysine were synthesized for use in environmental and drug
delivery applications. Interfacial polymerization was used to synthesize poly(ester
amide)s and poly (amide)s nanoparticle polymers. The polymers were linked to copper
ions and then copper ions were reduced with sodium borohydride to obtain Cu-NP
polymers. Solubility tests,Fourier transform infrared spectroscopy (FTIR), solution
viscosity, x-ray diffraction (XRD), Transmission electron microscopy (TEM), Particle
size and zeta potential measurements, TGA, DSC and nuclear magnetic resonance
spectroscopy(NMR) techniques was used to characterize the polymers obtained.

The metal uptake and kinetics of adsorption and desorption of metal on the polymer's
surface has been studied. Batch equilibrium and column approaches x were used to
investigate the uptake characteristics of the polymer towards Cuions in aqueous solutions
as a metal concentration, contact duration, function of pH,and temperature. Atomic
Absorption Spectroscopy was used to evaluate the amount of copper ion uptake by the
polymers. The isothermal properties and kinetics of metal ions adhering to polymers had
been studied. The

experimental data were analyzed using Langmuir and Freundlich adsorption models. In
concentration variation isotherm studies, the polymers were observed to selectively
absorb Cu(ll). 0.10 M HNO3 was used to regenerate the metal-loaded polymers.
Polyamide NPs was found to have higher metal-ion uptake capacity for Cu(ll) than
polyester amide NPs. High sorption rate for Cu(ll) to polyester amides and polyamide
NPs have observed during the first 4 hours and 15 hours respectively. High percentage of
uptakes toward Cu(ll) to

poly(tyrosine-fumaryl esteramide) and poly(lysine-terphthalamide) NPs but low
percentage of uptakes toward Cu(ll) to poly(tyrosine-1,3-cyclohexane esteramide) and
poly(lysine-1,3-cyclohexamide) NPs. The adsorption capacity (qm) to Cu(ll) ions was
high for TP and LF NP polymers. The cumulative percent recovery is higher for TT and
LT polymer NPs.

Mindfulness and Its Effect on the Quality of Life among
Tuberculosis Patients in Jordan

Abstract

Tuberculosis (TB) is one of the most severe infectious diseases of the twentieth century,
affecting all body organs, but most commonly, the lungs. It is associated with resuming
everyday social life and feeling stressed, is there a relationship and effect between to be
mindfulness and quality of Life (QOL) in patients with tuberculosis. This study aimed to
examine the relationship between mindfulness and quality of life among patients with
tuberculosis in Jordan and to identify mindfulness and its effect on the quality of life
among those patients. A descriptive correlational design was used in this thesis. The
sample included all patients with tuberculosis in Jordan of various nationalities. A
convenience sample of 100 adult patients with tuberculosis was used. The findings
showed a mindfulness and quality of life levels among patients with TB showed that the
overall world health organization quality of life was high (M=4.22, SD = 0.27). In
addition, the results showed that the overall mean for mindfulness was high (M= 5.25,
SD =0.27). Indicated no statistically significant difference in the levels of quality of life
in patients with TB according to demographic and clinical variable. The results
demonstrated that there was a weak non-significant positive correlation between total
score of mindfulness and total score of quality of life. But demonstrated a positive
significant relationship between total mindfulness score and psychological quality of life.

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Correlation of TIMAP Promoter Methylation and TIMAP
Transcription in Patients Diagnosed With Various
Hematological Malignancies

Abstract

TIMAP (TGF-B inhibited membrane-associated protein) is a highly specific and abundant
protein in hematopoietic cells, required for cell proliferation and survival, and it is a
regulatory/targeting subunit for the catalytic subunit of protein phosphatase 1(PP1c). A
few previous studies have shown the contribution of TIMAP to cancer, cell survival, and
progression. TIMAP has also been found to be upregulated in different types of leukemia
and lymphoma cell lines, however, its role in blood cancer is still poorly understood.
Furthermore, some studies have shown alteration in the methylation status of TIMAP’s
promoter in certain types of cancer. Since methylation plays a crucial role in the
regulation of gene expression, we hypothesized that there is an aberrant TIMAP promoter
methylation among hematological malignancy patients and that it correlates with an
aberrant transcription of TIMAP. Hence, in this study, we aimed to investigate the
methylation status of TIMAP’s promoter and its impact on TIMAP expression at the
MRNA level. For methylation analysis, genomic DNA was extracted from 23 patients
who were under chemotherapy treatment and diagnosed with leukemia, and lymphoma,
and 24 healthy controls, followed by sodium bisulfite sequencing of TIMAP promoter.
While for TIMAP transcription evaluation, total cellular RNA was extracted, reverse
transcribed, and differences in the transcript level were quantified using quantitative real-
time PCR (gQRT-PCR). Our results showed significant downregulation of TIMAP mRNA
level among lymphoma and leukemia patients (P=0.002) and (P=0.043), respectively, and
a significantly hypermethylated promoter region in patients with ALL (P=0.007). Our
findings suggest that TIMAP might have a potential function in hematological
malignancies pathogenesis/ prognosis, and the methylation pattern could play a role in
the alteration of gene expression of TIMAP in blood cancer.

Mapping and Subsequent In Vitro Validation
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Abstract

Background: Cardiovascular disease is one of the leading causes of death.
Atherosclerosis causes arterial constriction or obstruction resulting in acute
cardiovascular illness. Cholesteryl ester transfer protein (CETP) facilitates reverse
cholesterol transport. It supports transfer of cholesteryl ester from HDL to LDL and
VLDL. Inhibition of CETP by drugs limits cardiovascular disease, by decreasing LDL
and increasing HDL.

Obijectives: In this study, fourteen trifluoromethyl substituted benzene sulfonamides 6a-
6g and 7a-7g were prepared.

Methods: The synthesized molecules were characterized using 1H-NMR, 13C-NMR, IR
and HR-MS. They were in vitro tested to estimate their CETP inhibitory activity.

Results: In vitro biological evaluation showed that compounds 7d-7f had the highest
inhibitory activity with 100% inhibition, while the inhibition observed by compounds 6a-
6g, 7a-7c and 7g ranged from 2%-72% at 10 uM concentration. It was found that the
addition of a fourth aromatic ring significantly improved the activity, which may be due
to the hydrophobic nature of CETP. Also, presence of ortho-chloro, meta-chloro and
para-methyl substituents result in high inhibitory activity.

Conclusion: The induced fit docking studies revealed that hydrophobic interaction guided
ligand/CETP binding interaction in addition to H-bond formation with Q199, R201, and
H232. Furthermore, pharmacophore mapping demonstrated that this series satisfies the
functionalities of the current CETP inhibitors.

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Abstract

Schizophrenia (SZ) is a chronic, complex and polygenic neuropsychiatric disorder that
affects approximately 1% of the general population. The prognosis of SZ patients is still
unclear due to the lack of reliable biomarkers and diagnostic methods remain limited to
the clinical pictures. Despite the high heritability rate of SZ, few causal variants linked to
SZ have been identified. Recent studies have shown the role of epigenetics and altered
microRNA (miRNAs) expression in neuroscience and in the pathophysiology of
psychotic disorders, which could contribute to the disease risk for SZ. Therefore, we
aimed to investigate the expression level of selected miRNAs in Jordanian patients with
SZ. In this study, the expression of the following miRNAs (miR-199a, miR-29b and miR-
106b) were determined in plasma samples of 25 patients with SZ and 25 healthy controls.
miRNA was extracted, then reverse transcribed and differences in the transcript level
were quantified using a quantitative real-time polymerase chain reaction (QRT-PCR). Our
findings demonstrate that miR-199a and miR-106b were significantly upregulated (P
<0.0001) while miR-29b was downregulated (P = 0.0002) in SZ patients compared to
controls. These findings suggest that the plasma miRNAs could be used as reliable
biomarkers for SZ diagnosis as well as disease progression. To our knowledge, this is the
first study that investigates the role of circulating miRNA expression among Jordanian
patients with SZ.
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Abstract

One of the primary causes of death is cardiovascular disease. Atherosclerosis produces
artery constriction or obstruction, which can lead to a heart attack or stroke. Cholesteryl
ester transfer protein (CETP) is a protein that aids reverse cholesterol transport. It
promotes cholesteryl ester transfer from HDL to LDL and VLDL. Inhibition of CETP by
drugs limits cardiovascular disease, by decreasing LDL and increasing HDL. In this
study, ten ortho-fluoro substituted benzene sulfonamides 6a-6j were prepared, and their
structure was fully determined using 1H-NMR, 13C-NMR, HR-MS, and IR. In vitro
biological evaluation showed that compound 6d have the highest inhibitory activity with
100% inhibition, while compounds 6a-6¢ and 6e-6j had activities ranged from 29%-83%
at 10uM concentration. Interestingly, it was observed that para— substituted derivatives
(6d, 6g, and 6j) have greater CETP inhibitory activity than their ortho— and meta—
analogues irrespective to the nature of substituent, i.e., CH3, CI, or NO2.

The Relationship between Management Commitment to
Safety, Psychological Empowerment, and Safety Performance
among Emergency Nurses in Jordan.

Abstract

Occupational accidents are common, especially among hospital healthcare professionals,
particularly emergency nurses who provide direct patient care. Management commitment
to safety and psychological empowerment can help nurses to participate in safety
measures and adhere to safety performance. Thus, this study aimed to evaluate the
relationship between management commitment to safety, psychological empowerment,
and safety performance among emergency nurses in Jordan. A cross-sectional,
descriptive correlational design was adopted and 306 registered nurses working in the
emergency department in Jordanian governmental hospitals were recruited. A self-
structured questionnaire consisting of the perceived management commitment to safety
scale, psychological empowerment scale, and safety performance scale was used to
collect data during the period from July 2022 to August 2022. The findings demonstrated
that the levels of study variables revealed as follows: the perceived management
commitment to safety mean was 3.1 (SD=0.66) out of 5, which indicated an acceptable
level, the mean score of psychological empowerment was 5.37 (SD=0.94) out of 7, which
reflected that the nurses had an agreement of psychological empowerment, and the mean
score for safety performance was 4.02 (SD=0.56) out of 5, which indicated an acceptable
level of safety performance among the participants, and the mean for subscales (safety
compliance and safety participation) was 4.07 (SD= 0.57) and 3.93 (SD= 0.69) out of 5,
respectively. Also, there was a positive correlation between safety performance and
perceived management commitment to safety (r = 0.334, p < 0.001), and psychological
empowerment (r = 0.592, p < 0.001). Thus, it is important to implement more
interventions centered on empowering emergency nurses, which will have a positive
impact on psychological empowerment and safety performance. Making health and
safety a priority and a common topic of discussion at group meetings, creating a working
environment that encourages nurses' safety performance, and finally, conducting future
studies among emergency nurses from various health sectors and investigating various
demographics to better understand the aforementioned concerns as a result of nurses'
experiences.

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Abstract

Superoxide dismutase is a major components of antioxidant defense system against
harmful reactive oxygen species. It scavenges superoxide radicals in specific cell
components. In this research, Cu/Zn-SOD cDNA has been cloned and identified from
lentil. The full length of LcCu/Zn-SOD was 877 bp containing a 609 bp ORF encoding a
polypeptide of 202 amino acids with a predicted molecular weight of 20.55 kDa and
predicted isoelectric point of 6.10. LcCu/Zn-SOD is most likely localized in chloroplasts
and contains a conserved amino acids segment coordinating copper and zinc binding and
conserved cysteine residues essential for disulfide-bond formation. Similarity analysis
indicated that LcCu/Zn-SOD shared considerable sequence similarity with chloroplastic
Cu/Zn-SOD protein from other plant species. Expression analysis of LcCu/Zn-SOD was
examined in two-week old lentil seedlings subjected to drought stress, hydrogen peroxide
and phytohormonal stimuli. Results of gRTPCR showed That LcCu/Zn-SOD was early
upregulated in response to drought condition and was upregulated after treating seedlings
with hydrogen peroxide. Spraying lentil seedlings with SA resulted in downregulation of
LcCu/Zn-SOD during 1 and 2 h of treatment and the expression increased after 4 h of
treatment. The phytohormone ABA significantly altered the expression of this gene with
5-fold upregulation at 2 h compared to untreated seedlings. In response to JA treatment,
LcCu/ZnSOD was early and significantly upregulated at 1h of treatment for LcCu/Zn-
SOD (2.3-fold) The results of the study indicate that LcCu/Zn-SOD is possibly involved
in lentil responses and defense to drought conditions and signaling molecules.
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Drug Delivery of Rivastigmine
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Abstract

Nose-to-Brain drug delivery can bypass blood-brain-barrier through the olfactory region
using different devices and dosage forms. In this work, we aim to fabricate and
characterize a novel dosage form (Nasal patch) containing Rivastigmine tartrate. The
analysis method for rivastigmine tartrate was optimized and validated. Four nasal patches
were fabricated using gelatin/HPMC matrix in different ratios and grades. The fabricated
nasal patches were characterized in terms of physical appearance, surface pH, diameter
and length, mechanical properties, and mucoadhesive behavior. The content uniformity,
release profile, and permeation of rivastigmine tartrate were also investigated. The
release profiles for all nasal patches were fitted to the kinetics model. Finally, the
physical stability of the dosage form and the rivastigmine tartrate were also investigated.
Formula F2 appeared to be a promising formula since it possesses the best sustained
release profile with the best adhesive behavior and an acceptable elasticity and
appearance.

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Abstract

Cardiovascular diseases are one of the most public health problems around the world and
one of these is coronary artery disease. Psychological wellbeing and spiritual wellbeing
affected the health-related quality of life of patients diagnosed with coronary artery
disease. There is a lack of studies regarding these factors among those specific patients in
Arab countries, including Jordan. Thus, this study aimed to examine the relationship
between psychological wellbeing, spiritual wellbeing, and the health-related quality of
life among patients with coronary artery disease. A cross-sectional, descriptive
correlational design was adopted. A convenience sampling method was adopted and data
were collected from 401 patients diagnosed with coronary artery disease from outpatient
clinics in governmental, private, and educational health sectors from June 2022 to
September 2022. Findings demonstrated that participants reported low and moderate
levels of psychological and spiritual wellbeing (M=4.00, SD=0.88; M=65.66, SD=15.05),
respectively. While they had high health-related quality of life scores with a mean of
12.64 (SD=2.22). A significant positive correlation was demonstrated between health-
related quality of life and income, educational level, psychological wellbeing, and
spiritual wellbeing. Income, psychological wellbeing, and spiritual wellbeing were the
main predictors for health-related quality of life. Thus, this study could help
policymakers, hospital administrators, and healthcare professionals develop proper
strategies and programs to promote psychological and spiritual wellbeing, which
influence patients’ treatment outcomes and increase their health-related quality of life.

Nursing is one of the serious and indispensable professions in the healthcare system. The
tasks performed by nurses require a great effort to provide the best care for the patients.
The nurses experience negative psychological situations such as stress, depression, and
anxiety resulting from the work environment, so critical care nurses need resilience in
order to adapt to stressful work conditions, there is a lack of studies regarding these
factors among critical care nurses in Arab countries, including Jordan. The study aimed
to assess the relationship between psychological problems (e.g., stress, anxiety, and
depression) and resilience among critical care nurses in Jordan. The study utilized a
cross-sectional design to identify the relationship between resilience and psychological
problems experienced by Jordanian nurses in critical care units, used DASS-42 and (CD-
RISC-25) and data were collected from 260 registered nurses working in critical care
units from three health sectors, including government, private and educational. Findings
revealed that more than half of critical care nurses had moderate to extremely severe
anxiety (57.7%) with a mean of 12.7 (SD= 9.08). Around 50.0% of critical care nurses
reported moderate to extremely severe depression with a mean of 14.7 (SD= 10.02) , and
33.5% endorsed moderate to extremely severe stress with a mean of = 15.2 (SD= 9.07).
In regards to resilience, more than half of the nurses (66.5%) suffered from low resilience
with a mean of 61.3 (SD= 22.47). A significant positive relationship was demonstrated
between resilience and marital status (r p.b=0.210, p < 0.01) «<while a significant negative
relationship was demonstrated between resilience and anxiety (r p.b = - 0.128, p < 0.05).
Thus, this study can help hospital managers and healthcare professionals develop training
programs and workshops to reduce psychological problems and enhance resilience
among critical care nurses. Reducing these problems and enhancing resilience can help
provide safe, high-quality care to patients in critical care units by well-supported nurses .

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Abstract

This cross-sectional design study aimed to assess the level of knowledge, attitudes,
beliefs, and intentions of critical care units patients' families toward organ donation,
using a questionnaire distributed to families in the critical care units. A total number of
participants was 250. Results revealed that 97.6% of the participants had heard about
organ donation, and the main source of hearing about organ donation was the Internet.
Knowledge, Attitudes, Beliefs (behavioral, normative, and control), and intentions levels
were (67%, 49.6%, 14.9%, 77.1%, -12.9%, and 81.8%, respectively). The participants
showed a moderately high knowledge level and half of them showed good attitudes.
Furthermore, participants who are employed, educated, insured, and who live in urban
areas have a higher level of knowledge. On the other hand, participants who live in cities
have favorable attitudes toward organ donation. Participants' residence (urban) was a
significant predictor of the knowledge and attitudes of families' opinions toward organ
donation. Policymakers can design ways to deal with obstacles facing organ donation in
Jordan by taking into account our study's results.

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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to develop a nanoparticle (NP) formulation to enhance the
oral bioavailability of some important plant polyphenols. The nanoprecipitation technique
was used to create NPs using biocompatible polymers entrapping the polyphenols morin
hydrate (MH), catechin, and naringenin. The optimal NPs were in the form of oil-cored
polylactic-co-glycolic acid (PLGA) NPs containing MH, with particles measuring about
200nm and a loading efficiency of ~74%. The NPs showed sustained release of MH over
several days. In vitro antioxidant assays showed similar activity between free MH and
MH NPs. On the other hand, anti-inflammatory assays in lipopolysaccharide-stimulated
macrophages revealed a superior anti-inflammatory activity of MH NPs compared to free
MH. Finally, oral administration of MH NPs to mice at a single dose of 20mg/kg MH
revealed a relative bioavailability which was 5.6-fold greater than free MH and a
prolongation of plasma half-life compared to free MH from 0.13 to 0.98h. The results of
this study present a promising NP formulation for MH which can enhance its oral
bioavailability and bioactivity in inflammation.

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Abstract

There is an inter-individual variation in the drug response due to different expression and
activity of hepatic drug metabolizing enzymes. There is an association between early life
stress and many chronic disorders extends during adulthood. It is expected to find effects
of Maternal Separation (MS) on the gene expression of liver metabolizing enzymes .

In this study, total body weight was measured and relative liver weight was calculated,
eighteen Balb/c pups were separated from their mothers after birth for four hours daily.
Then the gene expression of major liver enzymes (cyplal, cyp3all, cyp2d9 and
cyp2C29) have been analysed by Real-Time PCR .

It has been found that there was no significant change in body weight nor relative liver
weight between control groups and MS groups, however, there was a downregulation in
the mRNA expression of liver metabolizing enzymes of MS mice compared to control
groups of both males and females.

In addition, it was found in this study a sex-based difference in the expression of drug
metabolizing enzymes. Hence, it may affect the metabolism and response of drugs

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Abstract

This study aimed to measure the effect of psychological stress on the weight, hemoglobin
(HbAlc) and fasting blood glucose (FPG) levels of pregnant women during pregnancy.
This observational study was carried out on a sample of 385 pregnant women at 24-28
weeks (about 6 and 7 months) of gestation at Mafrag and Princess Badea hospitals.
Demographic, medical and gynecological data were collected through direct interview
with the participants as well as through review of patients records and the tool used to
collect psychological data was the previously validated Depression, Anxiety, and Stress
Scale (DASS). Results showed that most pregnant women had moderate to severe degree
of stress, while mostly were with a moderate degree of depression and anxiety. In
addition, more than half of the women showed abnormal FPG (50.6%), abnormal HbA1c
level (56.4%) and around three quarter had abnormal weight gain (73.2%). A strong
association between the psychological stress (DASS) and some demographic and
gynecological characteristics were found (p-value <0.05). Abnormal depression and
anxiety scores were associated with gestational diabetes development (p=0.015 and
p=0.010, respectively) while neither depression, nor anxiety, nor stress was associated
with abnormal weight gain during pregnancy. The study therefore recommended
adopting strategies to assess depression and anxiety in women prior to pregnancy in order
to avoid their effect on glucose levels on mothers and fetus during pregnancy and
afterbirth .

Background: COPD is the third leading cause of death worldwide, causing 3.23 million
deaths in 2019 (WHO, 2022).0bjective: This study aimed to measure the Quality of Life
(QOL), Sleep Quality (SQ), and Death Anxiety (DA) in COPD patients, and to discover
the relationship between the QOL, SQ, and DA among COPD patients. Methodology:
The target population for this study consisted of COPD patients in the selected private
and governmental hospitals pulmonology clinics in Amman. The Instruments used in this
study was demographical Data Questionnaire, World Health Organization Quality of Life
questionnaire (WHOQOL), Pittsburgh Sleep Quality Index (PSQI), and Death Anxiety
Scale (DAS). Results: Concerning levels of SQ, using the PSQI, QOL using WHOQOL
score and DA using DAS the result showed that the COPD patients in Jordan are
perceived their sleep in general as poor overall QOL was high and have moderate DA.
Over the sociodemographic predictor. Conclusion: The study presented SQ was
associated with QOL and death anxiety in the Jordanian COPD patients, and present
significant relationship between the COPD patients QOL, SQ, and DA .

Introduction: The COVID-19 situation is placing nurses under great stress which may
negatively influence their health.

Objective: The purpose of this study was to examine the association between
occupational stress and general health of critical care nurses during COVID-19
pandemic.

Methods: A descriptive, cross-sectional design was used. A convenience sample of 150
Jordanian critical care nurses completed the study.

Results: Occupational stress was a significant predictor of nurses’ general health. Female
gender, young, living with elderly or persons having chronic diseases, and little nursing
experience were associated with worse general health, while living with elderly or
persons having chronic diseases were associated with more occupational stress.
Conclusion: Providing psychological support services for critical care nurses is required
to reduce the impact of occupational stress on nurses’ poor general health.

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Abstract

Background and objective: The COVID-19 pandemic has influenced healthcare systems
across countries. leading to higher emergency room visits, ICU admissions, mortalities
and delayed in routine follow ups and procedures. Jordan’s health system has been under
huge constraints even before the COVID-19 pandemic, due to highly fragmented health
system and the humanistic crises in the area. This study aimed to investigate the effects of
the COVID-19 pandemic on primary and secondary healthcare services utilization in
Jordan.

Methods: This is a retrospective cross-sectional using medical records from the Jordanian
National Electronic Health Database “Hakeem”. Monthly patterns of health facility visits,
inpatient admissions, emergency department visits, surgeries, and medication refills in
health facilities before and during COVID-19 for patients with chronic diseases from
January 2018 to December 2021 were analysed using univariate descriptive statistics.
Health services in (2020-2021) were compared to those in (2018-2019) to see if any
differences were due to seasonality. An independent t-test was used for comparisons of
indicators.

Results: Variations in health services were found across the study period. Visits to
primary health care visits decreased by 4.5% and on the other hand, outpatient visits
increased by 10%. However, this was not statistically significant. Moreover, the number
of inpatient admission and emergency department visits varied monthly but this was not
statistically significant. The number of medication refills and the number of surgeries
significantly declined by 80%, and 35% respectively, p-values <0.001. Length of the
hospital stays increased by 20%, p-value <0.001.

Conclusion: The COVID-19 pandemic had potential indirect effects on the utilization of
health services in Jordan, particularly medication refills and surgeries. Understanding
these trends shall inform needs for services reconfiguration and patient prioritization for
post COVID-19 routine care.

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Abstract

Background: Little is known about the effect of fluctuated shifts on sleep quality among
nurses in the emergency room (ER) .

Aim: This study aims to identify the effect of shift fluctuations on sleep quality among
nurses working in the ER.

Methods: A cross-sectional descriptive design was employed. Sleep quality data was
collected by the Pittsburgh Sleep Quality Index (PSQI) from a convenient sample of
nurses working in the ER in Jordan .

Results: A total of (179) nurses working in a rotating shift schedule in ER participated in
the study. There were no significant differences in sleep quality in terms of shift
fluctuation (F=0.84, p= 0.43) or significant correlations between global PSQI scores, and
demographical variables, and work-related variables except for work satisfaction (t= -
2.92, p=0.004) , the ability of nurses to work under pressure (t= -2.95, p=0.004), number
of shifts at the last month (r= -0.18, p=0.017).and the years of experience(r= -0.15,
p=0.04).

Conclusion: The results of this study reported that nurses were poor sleepers and
fluctuated shifts had no effect on SQ scores .

Background: The postpartum period is a critical period for women and newborns life .
Consequently, half of the maternal mortality occurs within the first 24 hours of the
postnatal period mainly during the immediate postnatal period. Adoption of standardized
care can prevented most of postpartum complications.

Aim: To assess health care professionals' adherence to Immediate Postpartum Care
Guidelines (IPPCGs), and investigate factors influencing their adoption in practice area.
Method: A quantitative, descriptive, cross-sectional, correlational, theory-based research
design was used. Ajzen’s Theory of Planned Behavior (TPB) has been adopted to guide
this study. A self-reported questionnaire developed by the researcher, validated by 13
panelists based on TPB constructs was used to collect data. A quota, purposive sample of
588 health care professionals (Nurses, Midwives, Pediatricians and Obstetricians) from 7
Governmental hospitals at the 3 regions (North, Middle, and South), based on the criteria
of a power of .80, =05, and a medium effect size of .50. SPSS version 23 was used for
data analysis. Descriptive statistics (mean, standard deviation, range, percentage, and
frequency) was used to describe the sample characteristics, inferential statistics including:
Multiple linear regression test was used as a predictor for adherence to guidelines
(attitudes, Subjective norms, and perceived behavior control), differences t test or
ANOVA to compare the adherence level among health care professional groups, and the
relationship between demographic variables and adherence behavior .

Results: Non adherence to IPPCGs was found among health care professionals. Several
factors were contributed to subjective norms (administrators, supervisors, colleagues,
senior staffs) & perceived behavioral control (organizational factors,

Mothers' factors, Guidelines factors, Personal trait &motivation).these factors were
negatively or positively affect the staff adherence.

Conclusion: Multidisciplinary efforts from leaders, educators, administers and
researchers are needed to improve knowledge about guidelines adherence .

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Abstract

Skin wrinkles are a natural part of aging caused by chronological aging and photoaging.
Ascorbic acid (AA) is antioxidant that can prevent skin wrinkles. However, AA has a
hydrophilic nature, limiting it penetrate through the skin. In addition, it is extremely
unstable compound when to exposure to light, oxygen and temperature. The objective of
this study was to develop dermal formulations of ascorbic acid, nanoemulsions and
nanoemulsion-loaded gels (nanogels), to improve its stability and enhance its delivery
through the skin. A series of nanoemulsions and nanogels were prepared with and
without the addition of the stabilizing agents ethylenediamine tetra-acetic acid (EDTA)
and sodium metabisulfite (META), and citric acid. The dermal formulations were
characterized physically and chemically. Nanogels with 0.3%EDTA and 0.9%META
were the most physically stable, exhibiting viscoelastic properties, and were able to
control the release of AA. Therefore, nanogels could serve as a potential platform for the
dermal delivery of AA.

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Abstract

The COVID-19 pandemic continues to impact an increasing number of people, and many are
experiencing long-term debilitating complications. The objective of this study is to shed the light
on post-COVID-19 metabolomic disturbances that often lead to post-infection latent autoimmune
disease in adults (LADA), which is a slow-progressing form of autoimmune diabetes. Ultimately,
our results enabled the prioritization of drug targets that could be exploited to treat or prevent
post-COVID-19 metabolic complications and related ailments, including LADA. Herein, we
applied a computational systems biology methodology developed by Hajjo et al [1-2] to study the
metabolic complications induced by viral infections. Our approach starts by mining the
biomedical literature for diagnostic and prognostic disease biomarkers, followed by applying
network biology methods to get a mechanistic insight about the role of identified biomarkers in
disease processes, thus enabling drug and drug target prioritization. Our results uncovered an
important link between histone deacetylases (HDACs) and post-COVID-19 metabolomic
disturbances, indicating the involvement epigenetics mechanisms in disease processes leading to
LADA or post-infection diabetes. The HDAC pathway was predicted with high confidence
corresponding to a false discovery rate (FDR) of 5.70E-28. HDACs are promising drug targets for
post-COVID-19 LADA because they can directly regulate gene expression and reverse post-
infection metabolic disturbances. In fact, changes in HDAC activity can lead to alterations in
gene expression patterns, including those involved in glucose metabolism and insulin secretion.
Hence, we suggest that targeting HDACs to identify potential treatments or preventive
therapeutics for LADA is a viable approach. We are currently deploying machine learning and
virtual screening methods to evaluate several HDAC isoforms belonging to class | and class II.
HDACL is particularly interesting since it affects the transcription of GLUT4 which is directly
involved in the pathophysiology of type 2 diabetes mellitus (T2DM). In conclusion, our results
uncovered a putative link between HDACs and post-COVID-19 metabolic disturbances leading
to LADA. Our computational hypotheses are supported by computational evidence derived from
network biology methods and the biomedical literature. Our hypotheses can be validated
experimentally by other research groups, and our approach can be applied to study metabolic
disturbances caused by other pathogens.

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Abstract

Loratadine (LOR) is a selective H1-receptor inhibitor that has been used in the treatment
of systemic and nasal allergic rhinitis. This study aimed to develop thermoresponsive in-
situ gels loaded with loratadine nanosuspension (LOR-NS) for nasal delivery to improve
drug solubility and prolong its residence time in the nasal cavity. LOR-NS was prepared
by precipitation-ultrasonication method. The solvent phase was prepared by dissolving a
sufficient amount of LOR in an organic solvent and the anti-solvent phase was prepared
using various stabilizers. The LOR-NS showed an average particle size 195.1+7.9 nm
with a polydispersity index of (PDI) of 0.14+0.00, and a zeta potential of -17.2+1.4 mV.
LOR-NS loaded in-situ gel (F1), and LOR in-situ gel (F2) used as a control were
prepared using Pluronic F127 (20%) and Pluronic F68 (2.5%), to achieve a phase
transition temperature (Tsol—gel) of 32-35°C, close to that of the nasal cavity. The
Tsol—gel of F1 and F2 was 32.3+0.6 and 34.0+1.0°C, respectively. The pH of F1 and F2
was adjusted to 7.6+0.3 and 7.9+0.4, respectively, mimicking the pH of the nasal mucosa
in allergic rhinitis. Further evaluations were assessed for gelation time (Tgel), drug
content, rheological properties, and drug release. The Tgel of F1 and F2 was 3.0+1.0 and
6.3+0.6 min, respectively. Loratadine content was 96.6+£1.3%, 94.89+1.9%, and
91.3£3.7% for F1, F2, and LOR-NS, respectively. The pseudoplastic flow and
viscoelastic properties of F1 were lower than F2. In addition, the in-vitro release studies
showed that the rate of LOR release from F1 was faster than F2, attaining complete
release after 3 and 6.5 h, respectively. Therefore, LOR-NS loaded in-situ gel (F1) was
successfully developed for the nasal delivery of LOR to enhance drug solubility, avoid
mucociliary clearance, prolong resitsnce time and sustain drug release.

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Abstract

The objective of this study was to synthesize zinc oxide nanoparticles (ZnO NPs) by
green method using the root hair extract of Phoenix dactylifera. ZnO NPs were
functionalized with polyethylene glycol (PEG) and doxorubicin (DOX) and loaded into
various topical gel dosage forms (hydrogel, oleogel, and bigel) for skin cancer treatment.
ZnO NPs were prepared using 0.6M zinc acetate dihydrate and the root hair extract
solution at 1:1 ratio. The average size, polydispersity index, and zeta potential of ZnO
NPs were 22.57 £ 4.79nm, 0.53 £ 0.02, and -19.23 £ 1.4mV, respectively. Gels loaded
with all types of ZnO NPs exhibited pseudoplastic flow with viscoelastic properties. The
in vitro release studies revealed that ZnO NPs enhanced DOX release from all gel types.
In addition, PEGylated ZnO NPs showed a dramatic enhancement in DOX release
compared to ZnO NPs. After three months of storage at room temperature, gels were
physically stable, maintaining their rheological properties. Therefore, the greenly
synthesized ZnO NPs, PEGylated, and conjugated with DOX, loaded into different gel-
XIV based formulations potentially enhanced the release of DOX, turning out to be a
promising drug delivery system in skin cancer treatment.
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Abstract

Hyperlipidemia is characterized by an abnormally elevated level of serum cholesterol,
triglycerides, or both. The relationship between an elevated level of LDL and
cardiovascular diseases is well-established. Cholesteryl ester transfer protein (CETP) is
an enzyme responsible for moving cholesterol esters and triglycerides between LDL,
VLDL, and HDL. CETP inhibition leads to a reduction in cardiovascular disease by
raising HDL and minimizing LDL.

In this study, ten meta-chlorinated substituted benzene sulfonamides 6a-6j were
synthesized, and completely characterized by IR, 1H-NMR, 13C-NMR and HR-MS.
Based on in vitro biological evaluation, compounds 6e, 6i and 6j demonstrated the
strongest inhibitory action against CETP with 100% inhibition, while other compounds
6a-6d and 6f-6h inhibitory activity ranged from 47.5% to 96.5% at 10uM concentration.
It was found that the presence of meta-chloro moiety elevates the activity of these
derivatives when compared to the unsubstituted analogues.

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Abstract

Introduction: Breast cancer remains a significant cause of mortality globally, despite
advances in conventional therapies. Nanotechnology is emerging as a promising avenue
due to its ability to improve targeting and penetration of cancer treatments. This study
aimed to evaluate the efficacy of two niosomal formulations, loaded with MET and CXB
alone or in combination, as an anti-cancer treatment on 2D and 3D breast cancer models .
Methods: The niosomes were prepared using the thin film hydration method and
characterized in terms of particle size (PS), polydispersity index (PDI), and { potential
(ZP). Niosomes with a small size (<125 nm) and narrow particle size distribution (<0.27)
were obtained. The study evaluated drug entrapment efficiency (EE%) and a preferable in
vitro release formulated niosomes of both drugs over 72 hours were used for
pharmacological evaluation .

Results: The niosome-loaded formulations had a significantly improved anti-proliferative
effect on MCF-7 and MDA-MB-231 cell lines, with a decrease in IC50 values for both
MET and CXB compared to their raw drugs. The combination of drugs delivered in
niosomes had a stronger effect on inhibiting cell growth compared to free drugs. In 3D
spheroids, the niosome-loaded formulation also demonstrated superior anti-proliferative
effects on MCF-7, with a greater reduction in spheroid viability compared to raw drugs
and niosome-loaded drugs. Testing the effect of these medications as an anti-migratory
treatment revealed that combining MET and CXB delivered in niosomes may be a
promising treatment for inhibiting cell migration in MCF-7 cells. MET 1C10 and CXB
IC10 reduced cell migration by 78% and 81%, respectively, while their combination
almost completely stopped cell migration .

Conclusion: Both MET and CXB are promising compounds for treating breast cancer
and formulating them as niosomes and in combination enhance their efficacy, opening
new avenues for targeted delivery in breast cancer treatment. This study's findings
contribute to the growing body of knowledge on the potential of nanotechnology to
improve cancer treatment outcomes .

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Abstract

Inflammatory markers are a known regulator of cortisol levels. A study was done to
observe the effect of inflammatory markers on cortisol levels at night. The study found
that cortisol levels were significantly lower in the presence of an inflammatory marker.
This finding suggests that inflammatory markers may play a role in the body's natural
stress response, but still need further research to prove their role by how they affect
cortisol levels, and what is the mechanism behind.  The purpose of this paper is to
review the literature on the effects of cytokines and other inflammatory markers on
cortisol levels at night. It will discuss the different types of cytokines and their potential
roles in regulating cortisol levels. It will also examine the relationship between cortisol
and cytokines in different disease states, as well as in healthy individuals. It has been
suggested that inflammatory cytokines, such as IL-6, stimulate the release of cortisol
from the adrenal glands. Cortisol, in turn, suppresses the inflammatory response by
inhibiting the release of cytokines from immune cells, but the mechanism behind it still
needs further research to explain this correlation.

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Abstract

Existing approaches to developing controlled-release drug delivery systems would
typically focus solely on the selection of the composition chemistry necessary to achieve
a prolonged release. In this study pharmaceutical solid dosage forms using two natural
polymers of xanthan gum and chitosan were investigated in order to evaluate controlled-
release tablets using different model drugs. In order to develop a predictive understanding
of the effect of compression force to tailor apparent drug solubility in the xanthan gum-
chitosan mix for controlled-release tablets. Several types of tablets have been prepared
using a mixture of xanthan gum (XG) and Low molecular weight chitosan (LCS) ina 1:1
ratio and hosting model drugs of ciprofloxacin, norfloxacin, metoprolol tartrate, and
paracetamol. Each drug was incorporated in a 2.6:1 ratio of polymeric mix. The tablets
were compressed at a force range of 100 kg to 500 kg using the Gamlen machine
(Gamlen Tableting Ltd, Nottingham, UK). The hardness of the tablets enabled the
evaluation of the effect of compression force used in the manufacturing process, whereby
a direct correlation was found. Using the respective mixtures of the polymeric materials
alone as a reference to the ones containing drugs allowed the understanding of the effect
of the compression force on the packing efficiency. The hardness of these control
samples was higher and ascribed mainly to the chitosan microstructure. In addition, these
control samples showed a general trend of higher water uptake during swelling studies.
Therefore, Kawakita and Heckel analysis, compression, and elastic work were used to
understand the main attributing factors that may affect the tablet performance in the
release. It was found that process parameter of different compression force affects the
tablet properties in a way that allows modeling predictions of how process conditions
affect compaction, hardness, and drug release performance. This could be used for wider
applications of continuous manufacturing or drug release, including a controlled pattern
to be optimized .

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Abstract

A significant number of children who get infected with SARS-CoV-2 develop
multisystem inflammatory syndrome in children (MIS-C). MIS-C causes different
internal and external body parts to become inflamed, including the heart, lungs, kidneys,
brain, skin, eyes, or gastrointestinal tract. MIS-C can be serious, even deadly, and it
causes multiorgan failure and high fever. If left untreated, MIS-C can cause shock,
cardiac dysfunction, and hyperinflammatory disorders, one of which is myocarditis. In
this study, we aim to understand the underlying pathological pathways leading to MIS-C
to prioritize drug targets and disease-modifying pharmacotherapy. We applied an
integrative bioinformatics approach developed by Hajjo et al [1-4] to explore MIS-C
disease mechanisms. We mined the biomedical literature for MIS-C disease biomarkers.
Next, we performed pathway and network enrichment analyses using 243 diagnostic and
prognostic MIS-C biomarkers to understand MIS-C disease mechanisms. Our results
highlighted the JAK-STAT network and “NF-kB, AP-1, and MAPKSs-mediated
proinflammatory cytokine production” as top enriched network process and pathway
map, respectively. Evidence from the biomedical literature indicated that activated Janus
kinase (JAK) signaling following SARS-CoV-2 infection may augment post COVID-19
thrombotic processes and organ dysfunction. Hence, this supports our hypothesis that the
JAK-STAT pathway could be targeted with pharmacotherapy to ameliorate the
inflammatory processes leading to MIS-C. As a result, our current research is focusing on
prioritizing JAK inhibitors as putative treatments or preventive drugs for MIS-C. In
conclusion, our study uncovered the JAK-STAT pathway as a plausible disease
mechanism for MIS-C, that can be downregulated using JAK inhibitors. This approach
can be extended to prioritize treatments of preventive interventions for other COVID-19
complications, and the computational hypotheses can be evaluated experimentally by
other research groups .

Managing and prevention of HIV infection were based on antiretroviral therapy (ART)
and pre-exposure prophylaxis (PrEP), respectively. Unfortunately, limitations were on the
way of succeed including the toxicities caused by long terms drug usage, need for
lifelong adherence, the viral drug resistance due to the different strains, the high costs on
patients beside the indirect costs such as regular doctor visits. Despite major advances in
biomedical research, a cure or reliable vaccine remains elusive due to the genetic
diversity of the virus as it is related to retroviride thus making it a highly mutated virus.
The treatment and prevention of human immunodeficiency virus depend on cooperation
between scientific fields, molecular biology, virology and histology to generate new
modified cells that are capable to produce proteins which interfere with the virus entry,
called antiviral proteins (AVP) contributing to the creation of HIV resistant immune
system. Modification could occur at any cell type; hematopoietic or non-hematopoietic
stem cells could act as modified producer cells of AVP. The level of modification is the
main point to reach a successful therapy .

This article provides an overview about multiple genetic approaches that have been
modifying the human cells to eliminate and restrict infections of HIV, how the idea
begins at first, the clinical trials on each approach and their outcomes, what are the
obstacles avoiding the full succeed of treatment and prevention. Also, it provides a future
directions ideas as HIV therapy

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Abstract

Berberine (BER) is an alkaloid derived from a variety of herbs that possesses anti-
purification properties on several cancer cell lines, including breast cancer cells.
However, due to many obstacles that reduce its bioavailability, its clinical utility is
restricted. The chitosan functionalized multiwalled carbon nanotubes (CHI-MWCNTS)
were investigated as a possible technique for improving BER delivery for their unique
features among Nano carriers. The BER-CHI-MWCNTs were synthesized via
consecutive methods that included purification, oxidation, functionalization, and BER
loading. The oxidation and functionalization process were evaluated by Fourier-transform
infrared spectroscopy (FTIR) and Thermogravimetric analysis (TGA) and revealed that
chitosan was successfully attached to MWCNTSs due to the reaction between carboxylic
groups that formed during the oxidation process and NH2 and OH groups of chitosan.
Under physiological pH, BER-CHI-MWCNTSs released a lower amount of BER that is
less than 10% of the loaded BER, which could reduce the likelihood of side effects in
normal cells. It was also shown that at low BER concentrations (less than 50 pg/mL), the
anti-cancer efficacy of this nanocarrier outperformed that of free BER, while it had lower
toxicity against human fibroblasts. The treatment with BER-CHI-MWCNTSs resulted in
1.5-folds higher MCF-7 cell mortality than with BER alone, indicating that this
nanocarrier increased the anti-cancer efficacy of BER without significant toxicity on
normal cell.

Multi-walled carbon nanotubes (MWCNTS), an important class of artificial nanomaterials
with unique physicochemical properties, were used as novel carriers of quercetin.
Quercetin, a bioactive flavonoid, has been proven to have anti-carcinogenic properties in
treating various malignancies, including breast cancer. As a result, the current research
was created to formulate and evaluate quercetin-loaded MWCNTSs systems for utilizing
the guercetin anticancer potential by circumventing conventional limitations of extremely
low aqueous solubility and instability under physiological conditions. Quercetin
nanoparticles were synthesized after functionalized MWCNTSs with PEG were conjugated
with quercetin (MWCNT-Que-PEG). Subsequently, the formulation was analyzed for
size and zeta-potential. The release of quercetin was assessed using UV Spectroscopy.
Furthermore, in MCF-7 cells, the antitumor effect of MWCNT-Que-PEG was evaluated.
MWCNT-Que-PEG conjugates had an average size of 596.6 + 34.8 nm, a zeta potential
of -23.8 + 0.826 mV, and a significantly enhanced solubility and stability in MCF-7 cells,
overcoming the barriers to adequate quercetin delivery. In MCF-7 cells, improved
inhibition efficacy was achieved by MWCNT-Que-PEG compared with native quercetin.
This finding was consistent with our MTT data, where the 1C50 for MWCNT-Que-PEG
was 16.73 uM, which was lower than the 23.55 uM for quercetin alone. As a result,
quercetin nanoparticles may be helpful in breast cancer therapy or prevention. We found
that the MWCNT-Que-PEG assemblies may provide a promising delivery system for
quercetin for breast cancer therapy.

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Abstract

Meniere’s disease (MD) is a disease of the inner ear that causes tinnitus, vertigo, and
hearing loss over time. The worldwide incidence of Meniere's disease is approximately
12 out of every 1,000 people. It usually starts in people 40 to 60 years old, and it affects
the patient’s quality of life, socialization, and workability. Herein, we aim to study the
underlying biology of Meniere’s disease, using disease diagnostic and prognostic
biomarkers, to prioritize disease-modifying drug targets and pharmacotherapy. Herein,
we applied an integrative informatics workflow developed by Hajjo et al [1-4] to study
Meniere’s disease of the systems biology level. First, we identified 59 genomic and
proteomic disease biomarkers used as diagnostic and prognostic biomarkers for MD.
Next, we used pathway and network enrichment analysis to identify which biological
processes are involved in the pathogenesis of MD. Our results identified apoptosis,
pyroptosis, oxidative stress, and immune response pathways as key players in the
pathophysiology of MD. Further investigation indicated that the identified apoptotic
pathways are mediated by perforin and granzyme A, both are disease biomarkers for MD,
leading to apoptotic DNA fragmentation in the affected cells. Hence, perforin and
granzyme A and other genes and proteins that can directly affect these molecular targets
are considered plausible drug targets for MD .

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Abstract

Host-targeted drugs that can treat or prevent viral disease are considered promising alternatives to
conventional direct acting antivirals which target viral proteins. Designing drugs that target host
proteins implies a broader spectrum and lower potential for resistance which expands their utility
to combat novel and emerging viruses. The main objective of this study is to devise an
informatics workflow capable of identifying host-targeted pharmacotherapy for viral diseases
using COVID-19 as a case study. Herein, we applied a novel informatics methodology developed
by Hajjo et al [1-4] to gain a mechanistic insight about COVID-19 disease processes. We tweaked
the computational workflow to study COVID-19 disease pathways using 148 diagnostic and
prognostic biomarkers mined from the biomedical literature. Next, we performed pathway
enrichment analysis to get a better insight on disease mechanisms. Our results indicated that our
biomarker dataset was enriched with inflammatory cytokines, kinases and immunomodulators.
Pathway enrichment results indicated that the top ten pathway maps were all linked to immune
dysregulation mediated by NF-kB signaling. This increased our confidence in the prioritized
computational hypotheses since NF-kB is known to play a central role in cytokine storm
syndrome which is associated with greater severity in symptomatic COVID-19 patients. Further
investigation of the higher confidence pathway maps suggested that endothelin-1 (EDN1) could
be targeted with drugs to regulate NF-kB signaling to reduce proinflammatory disease pathways.
EDN1 encodes for a preproprotein that is proteolytically processed to generate a secreted peptide
which acts as a potent vasoconstrictor. Evidence from the literature indicated that EDN1 levels
were significantly higher in acute COVID-19 patients (1.67 £ 0.64 pg/mL) as compared to
controls (1.24 £ 0.37 pg/mL, p < 0.001), and it was further elevated three months' post infection
which may explain the increased coagulation activity and high inflammatory cytokines patients 3
months post-COVID-19. Our ongoing research efforts are focusing on identifying drugs that can
downregulate EDN1 gene expression and prevent COVID-19 complications, one such drug is
dexamethasone which is already known to reduce COVID-19 mortality. In conclusion, we
identified EDN1 and its cognate receptors as putative drug targets to downregulate NF-kB
singling which could ultimately reduce the risk of developing cytokine storm and blood
coagulation complications in response to emerging and novel viruses including SARS-CoV-2.
Our future studies will focus on designing small molecule drugs that can target EDN1 and its
receptor, or drugs that can their gene expression.

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Abstract

Cancer remains the leading cause of death worldwide, and despite the efficacy of
conventional cancer treatments such as 5-Fluorouracil (5-FU), insufficient therapeutic
outcomes due to tumor recurrence and chemoresistance are widespread. Intracellular lipid
accumulation as lipid droplets (LDs) is now recognized as a hallmark of cancer, but its
role in cancer onset and treatment remains unclear. Anti-inflammatory drugs such as
methylprednisolone and dexamethasone may help manage cancer-related inflammation
but may modulate the response to anticancer treatments by influencing the LD levels .
The objective of this study was to evaluate the impact of the dosage of
methylprednisolone or dexamethasone in combination with 5FU on the response of A549
lung cancer cells to 5FU treatment. The antiproliferative effects were assessed using the
SRB cytotoxicity assay, and LD expression was measured using the Oil red O-based
method.

The results showed that 5FU treatment increased the levels of LDs in A549 cells in a
dose-dependent manner. Dexamethasone combined with 5FU resulted in a similar
increase in LD levels as 5FU alone. In contrast, methylprednisolone combined with 5FU
led to a further elevation of LD levels. Despite this increase in LD levels, the anti-
proliferative response was not affected.

In conclusion, our study highlights that the exposure of Ab549 cancer cells to
methylprednisolone or dexamethasone in combination with 5FU did not significantly
alter the antiproliferative response compared to treatment with 5FU alone. This
observation holds true even when considering the levels of LD accumulation in these
cells. These findings offer insights into the role of LD accumulation in cancer and
suggest that anti-inflammatory drugs may be used in combination with chemotherapy to
manage cancer-related inflammation without compromising treatment efficacy. Further
studies are however warranted to validate this conclusion as the observed results may be
cell-line specific.

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Safety and Stability Analysis for Gadara Aqueduct Using
Terrestrial Lidar Techniques

Abstract

The Gadara Aqueduct located in northern Jordan is considered a unique and the longest
Roman aqueducts. However, the aqueduct has been subjected to several deterioration and
damaging factors. The deterioration of the aqueduct represents a major threat to tourists.
There is an established condition state assessment has been outlined for the tunnel during
the recent conservation project carried out by the department of Conservation and
Management at Yarmouk University. However, this assessment is mainly based on visual
inspections and observation. This study presents the application of Terrestrial Light
Detection and Ranging (TLiDAR) to evaluate the stability of the aqueduct wall. The
technique gives more accurate and precise stability assessments compared to other
conventional methods. The study used the TLIiDAR application to generate high accuracy
and detailed 3D models for the tunnel, which were used to identify the threats of falling
parts in the tunnel, and provide a base for future monitoring and maintenance works, and
document the condition of the tunnel.

The work was carried in two stages; first stage was for data acquisition in the field using
Leica Terrestrial Lase Scanner. The second stage was for data analysis using
Cloudcompare software, which is used for extraction of planar surfaces and DIPS
software to identify the different failures types (plane, wedge & toppling) existed in the
walls of the aqueduct.

Using the final results of the data analysis, a structural integrity of the aqueduct was
established, and the most threatening parts were identified .

Based on the results of this study, a set of recommendations were placed for the safety of
using the aqueduct for tourism .

Abstract

Solar energy is an important source of unlimited available energy especially in the
investigated regions represented by three climate zones (moderate dry—warm, semi-arid,
and humid subtropical), also photovoltaic system is now widely used in the middle east
accelerating the effort towards renewable energy contributions in all fields. This study
examines the indirect effect of the solar panels that people in all disciplines should be
aware of, which is the shading effect of solar system on uninsulated roofs ,considering
three climate zones and testing the model before and after the installation of the PV
system in three simulation software to compare the differences between those programs
and to focus on the main challenge of using these software, which is the lack of weather
files for the specified climate zones and locations resulting in differing the outcomes of
each software due to the used weather data records in each program for each location.
Simulation programs indicate that the results of each program compared to another have
a little different not more than 20 % variation .On the other hand, Revit software differs
from the other two software which is related to the characteristics of Revit; but one of
them is that Revit software has its own weather data for all the studied climate zones and
locations in Jordan unlike Design Builder and IES-VE software that were used in this
research, they have a nearby weather station for the investigated climate zones, but not
for the specified locations that were studied in this research.

Abstract

With the development of technology and its extension on a large scale, and the increase
in the number of internet users, in addition to the importance of transferring data, images,
video, text, and audio, as well as image storage, it has been essential to protect data in
general and images in particular. Many researchers in this field have developed different
algorithms for this purpose. Therefore, this thesis presents three new schemes for lossless
encryption of color and grayscale images. These schemes apply confusion and diffusion
by using Permutation Expansion and circular shift, in addition to creating XOR, BitXOR,
and flip operations. Furthermore, the schemes aim at generating keys with high
sensitivity and large keyspace. Implementation and analysis of the results using various
quality measures demonstrated the efficacy of the proposed schemes. When the three
proposed schemes were applied to benchmark images of different sizes, they were robust
and resistant to statistical, differential, and brute force attacks. The entropy values of the
encrypted images were close to 8, the correlation values between pixels were close to
zero, and the histogram distribution was uniform. In addition, the NPCR and UACI
values were close to the standard values, SSIM values were as very low, and MSE and
PSNR values were very high.

Abstract

Machine learning algorithms are leading to solving lots of recent problems that require
detection and classification. As such, ma- licious software (i.e., malware) detection is one
problem that requires the involvement of threat intelligence techniques. Malware is a
program or code that aims to harm, damage, or disable computers, applications, systems,
or mobile phones. While It is increasing rapidly with new types and methods, it requires
swift actions to analyze and detect the malware before achieving its illegal target. In this
paper, we focus on analyzing and detecting memory malware using an up-todate and
comprehensive dataset generated and accumulated from the real-time monitoring of
memory units. We pre-processed the data and extracted the important features to apply
four different machine learning algorithms, including Logistic Regression (LR), Gaussian
Naive Bayes (GNB), K-Neighbors Classifier (KNN), and Support Vector Machine
(SVM). The ML-based malware models were applied to perform binary classification to
classify the payload into malware or benign. Finally, the experimental results exhibit the
superiority of the KNN model in identifying the malware payload in the memory.
